ATLANTA-BASED RALLY FOUNDATION IGNITES GEORGIA FOOTBALL PROGRAMS TO RAISE QUARTERS FOR CHILDHOOD CANCER RESEARCH

ATLANTA – August 14, 2006 – The Rally Foundation is launching its 4 Quarters 4 Research campaign at local football programs across Georgia during the month of September.  The campaign is collecting quarters to raise funds for childhood cancer research.

Every day, 46 children, or two classrooms of students, are diagnosed with cancer.  Currently, childhood cancer research is under-funded by as much as $30 million each year.
