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RALLY FOUNDATION’S RALLY 4 QUARTERS 4 RESEARCH RAISES MORE THAN $100,000 FOR CHILDHOOD CANCER RESEARCH
ATLANTA – Rally Foundation’s fundraising program, Rally 4 Quarters 4 Research, has gained momentum and support across the country raising more than $150,000 for childhood cancer research.  Rally Foundation keeps to its grassroots volunteer methodology by asking students, families and businesses to fill buckets and bags with loose change.
The Rally 4 Quarters 4 Research concept began in Georgia in 2005 when the Pope High School community collected quarters during a home football game in honor of Pope High football player Matt Hobby, who was battling cancer.  The success of that event led to a Rally 4 Quarters 4 Research statewide campaign during the 2006-2007 school year that raised more than $40,000 for the Rally Foundation and the tradition has expanded each year to include elementary and middle schools as well as businesses and community groups collecting change.  

During its first season, Rally 4 Quarters 4 Research was endorsed by Georgia High School Association Executive Director Ralph Swearngin, University of Georgia head football coach Mark Richt, former NFL head coach Sam Wyche, Gov. Sonny Perdue and the Georgia State Senate.  In 2006, the Georgia State Senate issued a statewide resolution making the second week in September “4 Quarters for Childhood Cancer Research Week,” and Perdue issued a statewide proclamation making the third week of September “Rally for Childhood Cancer Research Week.” 
The Rally 4 Quarters 4 Research program has had more than 150 colleges, high schools, middle schools, elementary schools, businesses and community groups in nine states run the fundraiser.  In 2008, Todd Weiner, retired offensive tackle for the Atlanta Falcons, joined Rally as a spokesman for Rally 4 Quarters 4 Research.  In 2009, Atlanta Falcons linebacker Curtis Lofton followed suit. Lofton is now the official spokesperson for the program and is working with the Rally Foundation to raise awareness and funds. 

“I tackle some of the toughest men in the NFL, but that is nothing compared to kids having to tackle cancer,” said Lofton.  “Did you know that cancer is the number one disease killer of kids in America? That is why I’m teaming with the Rally Foundation for Childhood Cancer Research and its Rally 4 Quarters 4 Research program. Rally Foundation supports childhood cancer research at leading hospitals all over the country to help find better treatments and cures for kids with cancer.  So join me, and let’s tackle childhood cancer together.”

As children and adolescents battle cancer, the Rally 4 Quarters 4 Research provides a way for their teammates, coaches, classmates and communities to join in and help them fight this disease by raising money for more research to find better treatments with fewer long-term side effects.
