RALLY athletes to participate in 35th annual marine corps marathon and 10k Race to raise funds for childhood cancer reserach
ATLANTA – Members of the Rally Foundation’s Rally Athlete program will participate in the 35th Annual Marine Corps Marathon and 10K race on Sunday, Oct. 31, 2010, in Washington, D.C.

Individuals can participate by committing to one of four fund-raising levels, ranging from $800 to $4,000.  All Rally Athletes will receive a registered race number, a pre-race pasta dinner, a training schedule and support from the Rally Foundation running coach, a Rally Athlete T-shirt, a personalized fund-raising page and the opportunity to run in honor of a Rally Kid fighting cancer.
Rally Athlete Gen Cropp ran in the 2010 Walt Disney World Half Marathon in honor of four-year-old Rally Kid Allison, who is battling leukemia, and encourages others to participate in the program.
“Find your inspiration, and get out there to raise money for childhood cancer research,” said Cropp.  “It’s fun, rewarding and, most importantly, it helps save lives.  Allison and the thousands of kids with cancer just like her are fighting the fight of their lives.”
The Marine Corps Marathon and 10k race will both begin with a Drill Team “Gun Start” and will lead runners past the Jefferson, Lincoln, FDR, Korean War and Vietnam Veteran’s memorials, along with the Washington Monument, the National Mall and the United States Capitol.  Runners will be presented a finisher medal by a U.S. marine at the conclusion of the race and will have their picture taken in front of the Marine Corps War Memorial.

The Marine Corps Marathon is an official Boston Marathon Qualifier Race.
